¥Skipping words
¥Adding words that arenOt there
¥Guessing at words

If it becomes clear to you that they are making too many mistakes or are simply
unable to read the sentences, you may stop the test at any time.

To interpret the test results, read the notes at the bottom of the test sentences
pages.
